Budget Reduction Priorities

Don shared a cash and investment summary of the district’s current financials.  At this time Fund 10 has $1,777,117 in it and is approximately $33,000 higher than this time last year.  The monthly expense comparison report  illustrates that the district has spent $147,180 less this year in payroll and expenses compared to last year at this time.  

Hendricks Reality presented Don with an appraisal of the District Office.  The building appraised at $105,000.

Through the consent agenda the Board approved Brad Yahn’s resignation as boy’s high school basketball coach.

The Board approved on first reading revisions to Board Policy JICJ-Cell Phones and Pagers.  Administratively we added language to this policy that deals with sexting.  No revisions were made to Policy IJOA Fieldtrips, but discussion was held over the length (mileage) of the trips.

The Board went into executive session to discuss personnel matters.

As a discussion item, the Board and administration discussed their budget reduction priorities.  Previously both the Board and administration had prioritized the list of budget reduction ideas in 6%, 8%, and 10% categories.  This discussion focused on comparing the Board priorities with the administration’s priorities. 

Next Regular Board Meeting

At we speak legislators are discussing the school finance act – SB10-1369.  This bill was introduced on March 17th.  As of today it has passed on third reading in the House and moves on to the Senate.  In discussing the Bill with Vody Hermman, CDE’s Chief Financial Officer, the Bill reflects 6.35% reduction in state funding to schools for next year.   That is approximately $345,000 less funding for Burlington RE-6J.  Vody believes after the Senate gets through the bill the reduction will be less than 7% but could be closer to 7% than 6%.   This Bill could be complete as early as next week, but probably not until early to mid April.
