Student Technology Resource Contract

This is a contractual agreement between you, the student, and Burlington School District.  This contract is written verification that you understand the computer resources you have rights to as well as the rules and restrictions that apply to the usage of technology related resources.

The following rights and restrictions may be changed at anytime by the Superintendent, the Principal, or the Technology Director if he/she feels it is in the best interest of the District.  Penalty for abusing these rights and rules could result in a maximum penalty of suspension or expulsion from school.

Access to the following resources will not be granted to you unless you and a parent/guardian complete the requested information below and sign this contract.  Once this has been done the Librarian or the Technology Director will create your account.

Network Workstations  The network workstations intended for student use are located in the computer lab(s) and the library.  Use of all other workstations including teachers’ computers is prohibited.  Only your teacher, the Principal, or the Technology Director can make an exception to this rule and permission must be granted prior to you utilizing these computers.

The lab and library computers are equipped with a package that prevents them from becoming cluttered with downloads and other files.  As a result any files saved to the hard drive will be erased when the machine is turned off.  Save any files either to a floppy disk or the network file server (if you are allowed to – see “Network File Servers” below).  Physical harm or destruction to any computer equipment is prohibited.

Network File Servers  The network file servers are primarily accessible to you to be used for file storage.  You will be given the general lab account for this purpose only if you are taking classes that require this storage space.  This account is not private to you and is not for your personal use.  You are allowed only to store class related files to the server.  Your teacher, the Principal, and the Technology Director can access this account.  Any files not meeting class related criteria will be erased.

Internet Access  Internet access is controlled by an authentication system that requires you log into it.  This authentication system and a few other systems allow us to monitor a student’s Internet content that he/she is accessing.  The account information that you are given is for you and you only.  Do not give this account information to any other student, as it will allow them to access the Internet using your account.  If you feel another student has compromised your account then contact the Principal, the Librarian, or the Technology Director so they may change your account information.

CIPA (Child Internet Protection Act) was created to enforce that public schools and libraries utilize a mechanism to prevent Internet users from accessing and downloading harmful and offensive material.  These materials include weapons, pornography, drugs, as well as other content.  As a result the Internet system at the Burlington School District utilizes a ‘filter’ that helps prevent access to some of these items.  It is not ‘fool proof’ however, so your teachers will visually monitor your Internet usage.  Sometimes the filter may prevent you from accessing content that you may feel is not in violation of CIPA guidelines.  If this happens consult with your teacher, the Principal, the Librarian, or the Technology Director.  They will assist you with obtaining the access if they feel it is appropriate.

Your account does not include an Email account.  No downloading of utilities and software is allowed.  This includes Microsoft Messenger, Napster, Winamp, etc.  No chatlines, video and music sites, social networking or game sites allowed!!
